This Regular Meeting of the Weymouth Township Committee was called to order by Chairman 
Kenneth R. Haeser who led the assembly in the Salute to our Nation’s Flag and then asked for a 
Moment of Silence.  The Acting Township Clerk then read aloud the “Sunshine Law Statement 
and Called the roll.

MAYOR’S REPORT: 
 
Mayor Ken Haeser stated that he takes full responsibility for the decision that was made to go 
ahead with the Fourth of July fireworks. He explained how the decision needed to be made 
early on in the day and there was a chance the rain was going to go right around us. 
 
Mayor Haeser along with Mayor Teasenfitz and a dozen of Verizon Engineers and BPU 
representatives went on a ride a long through both Weymouth Township and Estell Manor to 
map out some of the most troubled areas and offer solutions. There is a conference call set up 
tomorrow for further discussion. 
 
The Mayor was contacted by a Lieutenant of the New Jersey State Police in reference to the 
public safety issue of the intersection at Eleventh Avenue and Tuckahoe Road. The lieutenant 
will continue to work with us and will even reach out to County Executive Dennis Levinson. 
 
The Weymouth Township Community Market will continue to be held on the next four 
Saturdays in July form 9am until 1pm. There has been some talk of continuing through the fall. 
 
Mayor Haeser reminded everyone that the reason for two Open Floor Sessions is to allow the 
residents that are unable to stay throughout the entire Meeting to be able to come and voice 
their concerns, not for people to monopolize the time and to have two chances to speak.
