Bulky Waste:  Four items per trash day (including furniture, carpet and 
appliances) will be collected weekly  on the same day as trash. No      
construction waste, TVs, or electronics.  
 
Electronics: Weymouth Twp. Public Works collects electronics on the 2nd 
Tuesday of every month. Contact public works at (609) 476-2102 if you 
have questions about the program. 
 
Latex Paint:  Latex paint is not hazardous waste and dried paint can be 
disposed of in the trash. acua.com/paint 
 
Rigid Plastics:  Large plastic items (toys, chairs, buckets, laundry baskets) 
are recyclable at no charge through the ACUA’s rigid plastic drop-off.         
acua.com/rigidplastics  
 
Batteries:  Alkaline batteries can be disposed of in the trash, as they no 
longer contain mercury. Rechargeable batteries can be disposed of at the 
Household Hazardous Waste Drop Off at ACUA.  acua.com/hhw

YARD WASTE COLLECTION GUIDELINES 

Yard waste is collected in Belcoville only. 
Accepted items:  leaves, grass, brush, branches, clean wood & Christmas trees 

(do not include: bamboo, cornstalks, reeds, seagrass, hay/straw bales) 
No plastic bags 
Must be placed in kraft bags or properly marked containers 
Bags or containers should not exceed 49 lbs. 
Brush/branches must be tied with twine  
Brush/branches should not exceed 4’ in length or 8” in diameter 

Please do not use plastic bags for your recyclables! 
Place all recyclable items in the same container.   

Place containers at the curb by 7 a.m. 
Containers may not exceed 49 lbs. 

• Styrofoam 

● Light bulbs (CFLs or standard)                       

● Plastic utensils 

• Paper plates, towels, tissues 

 Pots & pans, dishes, flatware 

• Plastic Bags (some stores accept 

these for recycling) 

• Clothes hangers 

• Mirrors, broken glass, vases 

• Hazardous or medical waste
